UB Teaching Sections
The University of Ballarat is the only regional dual sector
institution in Australia
that provides Technical and Further Education (TAFE) and
Higher Education studies. Vocational Training and Education
programs are delivered by TAFE.
UB TAFE offers accredited Certificates, Diplomas and Advanced
Diplomas under three Schools: Business Services, Human
Services and Manufacturing Services. Students who complete
TAFE qualifications may gain credit entry into Higher Education
or University studies. TAFE studies are offered at the SMB and
Camp Street campuses.
UB’s Higher Education division delivers a wide range of
undergraduate and postgraduate courses, which include:
Bachelor Degrees, Graduate Diplomas, and Degrees of Masters
and PhD. There are seven Higher Education Schools, which
include: Behavioural and Social Sciences and Humanities,
Business, Education, Human Movement and Sport Sciences,
Information Technology and Mathematical Sciences, Nursing,
Science and Engineering.
A specialist teaching precinct housing the Arts Academy (Camp Street), Delivers both TAFE and Higher
Education courses.
The majority of Higher Education courses are delivered at the Mt Helen Campus.
